roviding storage capacity for
P450,000 coffee bags, the 20,000m?2

warehouse at the heart of the
Seabridge concept is an advanced logis-
tics service centre and distribution plat-
form for green coffee that is designed to
be as environmentally friendly as possi-
ble.

Due to be formally opened in
September by Nestor Osorio, Executive
Director of the ICO, the new facility is
groundbreaking in many respects, being
powered by green energy produced by
photovoltaic panels on the roof of the
building, and having a range of new tech-
nology for automatic reception, sampling,
calibration, grading, colour sorting, dry-
ing, mixing, debagging/rebagging and
storage of green coffee.

A state-of-the-art storage facility with con-
stant regulation of air temperature and
humidity, built-in ventilation, air-filtering
and sterilization facilities, the new ware-
house will also use a unique coding sys-
tem that tracks and traces coffee at every
moment in the coffee supply chain, whilst
the strategic position of the facility in
Zeebrugge will enable green coffee to be
quickly and easily distributed throughout
Europe by rail, road and sea.

Providing storage capacity for 450,000 coffee bags,
the 20,000m2 warehouse at the heart of the Seabridge
concept is designed to be as environmentally friendly
as possible.

Managed by the European

‘Commission’s Joint Research Centre

(JRC), the GreenBuilding programme is
voluntary scheme that invites private and
public organisations to reduce energy
consumption on their premises. A related
scheme, GreenLight, encourages part-
ners to install energy-efficient lighting,
whilst the GreenBuilding initiative pro-
motes improved energy efficiency in
buildings through measures such as ther-
mal insulation, efficient heating and cool-
ing, intelligent control systems, and the
use of solar panels.

The GreenBuilding and GreenLight
award ceremonies took place in
Frankfurt, Germany on April 13th and
14th, during the Improving Energy

* Efficiency in Commercial Buildings 2010

(IEECB10) conference. A total of 24 par-
ticipants (selected from 700 in total)
received awards for their innovative proj-
ects, the judges’ decisions being based
on energy savings, the technologies used
and the sector in which they operate
(public buildings, retall, offices and sa
forth).

Energy efficient

Seabridge Logistics won a ‘Special
acknowledgement from the jury’ award,
which was received by Katrien Delaet,
Head of Sustainable Projects at Efico NV.

Seabridge had already received a
GreenBuilding Certificate in 2009, which
confirmed the enhanced energy efficiency
of the buildings.

Reduced energy
demands

As Ms Delaet explained, such is the effec-
tiveness of the Seabridge concept that the
primary energy demand of the building is
some 73 per cent lower than the Belgian
(Flemish) building code requires.

"All of the building's energy require-
ments are met using green energy," Ms
Dalaet explained, "using 4,600 photo-
voltaic modules on roof of the building.
Operating at peak capacity, these are
capable of providing 1MW of power,

Barcelona approved
by ICE Futures

Molenbergnatie in Belgium has
announced that its warehousing facility
in Barcelona in Spain has been
approved by ICE Futures, and has
received ‘C’ Coffee warehouse, master
sampler and weigh master licences.




enabling the facility to provide excess
electricity to the national grid in when it is
not required on site." Later in 2010,
EFICO expects to secure I1SO 14001
accreditation for the building as a whole.
EFICO has used energy efficient build-
ing materials in construction of the new
facility, and will use an Energy
Measurement System (EMS) to control
energy use throughout. Using a unique
waste management systern, the compa-
ny will sort and recycle waste to be used
as raw materials in other products. "Rail
transport direct to the Seabridge will
enables us to replace lorries with trains,
thus reducing road traffic and our COz
footprint,* Ms Delaet explained, noting
that the storage area is temperature and
humidity controlled, and the air is filtered
to remove bacteria, dust and off odours.

WMS will
enhance efficiency

A state-of-the-art Warehouse
Management System (WMS) running on

Microsoft Dynamics'NAV Platform will
control all of the operations within the
facility, increasing inventory accuracy,
reducing receiving times, and ensuring
product availability. The WMS will direct
and frack every stock movement into, out

" of, and within the warehouse, with all

inbound, internal and outbound handling
monitored using online stock manage-
ment with barcode scanners. Using wire-
less handheld devices, mobile devices or
devices installed in forklifts, all barcodes
will be scanned quickly and efficiently,
enabling full tracking through the ware-
house 1o pallet level.

EFICO has invested more than €20
million in Seabridge Logistics, which is
part of its concept for a 'COz tompen-
sated green coffee supply chain." In the
second phase of the project, another
€15 million will be invested in wind tur-
bines in order to offset and to compen-
sate for the carbon emissions/COz pro-
duced when green coffee is transported
from port of shipment in producing coun-
tries to roasting plants in Europe. Steps

are also being taken to explore economic
incentives for coffee farmers to sell car-
bon emission rights with Rainforest
Alliance Certified coffees and make thus
trading coffee as climate-friendly as pos-
sible. .

The Port Authority of Zeebrugge pro-
vided EFICO with a concession on 10
hectares of land connected to the rail
and road infrastructure in order to build
what it can justly claim is the most
advanced and most highly automated
coffee processing, warehousing and dis-
tribution facility in Europe.

Subsequent development of the mas-
terplan for Seabridge Logistics and opti-
mal use of the land available will allow a
total of 47,855m2 of warehouse space to
be constructed (which would also be fully
covered with photovoltaic modules), pro-
viding a total warehouse capacity of
968,600 bags (58,116 tonnes) of green
coffee, which is close to the total yearly
Belgian consumption of coffee.
